
Fixtures, Results & Tables

Introduction

Quick Answer
To upload a fixture, login to your Club Control Panel.
Click the Teams tab.
Select the name of your team then Fixtures & Results from the left-hand menu.
Click the green Add Fixtures button.

Fixtures, results and league tables are managed via the Pitchero competition database.

This is a simple database designed to save all teams hours of time each season.

The database has two types of fixtures.

1. An unofficial fixture - normally a single friendly or one off game.
2. An official fixture - normally a league or cup game.

Any club can add or upload unofficial fixtures, manage the results and create accompanying league tables.

Likewise, any club can join an official league or cup competition, or create a new league or cup competition, manage
the results and create accompanying league tables.

The key difference is as follows:

1. Unofficial fixtures, result and league table created by your club, are restricted to your club website only.

2. Official league or cup competition and associated fixtures, results and league tables are shared with clubs
in the same league or cup competition. Therefore appear on multiple websites.

Example: All clubs in the Evo-Stik NPL 2015/16 league share the same set of fixtures, results and league tables as
this is an official competition.

Single Fixtures & Results



Adding a fixture

To add a single fixture, access your Club Control Panel and click the ‘Teams’ tab, then select your team name
followed by ‘Fixtures & Results’ from the left-hand menu.

Here you can view all of the fixtures for your current season. To add a new fixture, click the green ‘Add Fixtures’
button on the right-hand side of the page.

Click the blue ‘Add a fixture manually’ link.



On the next page, enter the fixture date and start time, specify whether the fixture is home or away, enter the home
team and away team, and select a fixture type. Then click the green ‘Save’ button.

Top Tip
Save time by adding multiple fixtures at once. Click the grey ‘Add’ button instead of ‘Save’.
This will save the fixture and refresh the form with the date advanced by the specified number of
days.

Editing a fixture

To edit a fixture, access your Club Control Panel and click the ‘Teams’ tab, then select your team name followed by
‘Fixtures & Results’ from the left-hand menu.



Locate the relevant fixture and click the blue ‘Edit Fixture’ link.

On the following page, you can edit any of the fixture information and add a match preview, team selection, statistics,
match report and final score.

Once you are happy with your changes, click the green ‘Save’ button.

Posting a result

Access your Club Control Panel and click the ‘Teams’ tab, then select the name of your team followed by ‘Fixtures &
Results’ from the left-hand menu.

Locate the relevant fixture and click the ‘Edit Fixture’ link.



On the following page, locate the ‘Final Score’ area where you can enter the final score for the fixture, add in a penalty
shootout score, record the match attendance, record a walkover victory, and add further notes to the result.

Click the green ‘Save’ button to confirm any changes.

Importing Fixtures

To import fixtures, access your Club Control Panel and click the ‘Teams’ tab, then select your team name followed by
‘Fixtures & Results’ from the left-hand menu.

Here you can view all of the fixtures for your current season. To import new fixtures, click the green ‘Add Fixtures’
button on the right-hand side of the page.



Click the ‘Upload a spreadsheet’ link.

Next, click the blue link to download our ‘example spreadsheet’.

Open the spreadsheet in Excel (or similar spreadsheet software) and add your fixtures, including the fixture date,
fixture type, home team, away team, kickoff time, and venue. See example:



Top Tip
For the fixtures to be imported successfully, they MUST be listed in the following format:
Column A - Date - DD/MM/YYYY - 01/09/2015
Column B - Home Team - Bristol
Column C - Away Team - Swindon
Column D - Kick Off Time - HH:MM - 15:00

Once completed, ensure the file is saved in .CSV file format.

Finally, access the ‘Upload Spreadsheet’ page again, choose the file from your computer and click the green ‘Upload’
button.

The fixtures contained in your spreadsheet will now be displayed for you to review. You can edit or delete fixtures by
hovering over the relevant grey spanner on the right-hand side.



Once you are happy with the fixtures, click the green ‘Import’ button.

League & Cup Competitions

Joining an official league or cup competition

To join an official league or cup competition, access your Club Control Panel and click the ‘Teams’ tab, then select
your team name followed by ‘Competitions’ from the left-hand menu.

Here you can see active and historical competitions that your team is connected to. To join a new competition, click
the green ‘Join Competition’ button on the right-hand side of the page.



In the overlay, you can view a list of competitions.

Pitchero stores hundreds of different competitions within a single database. If your team name is listed within the
database, the competition will be listed on the page as a Suggested Competition. Locate the correct division for your
team and click the grey ‘Join this competition’ button.

If your league is not displayed, scroll down to the bottom of the overlay and enter the name of your league to
complete a manual search.

Locate the correct division and select your team.Then click the grey ‘Join’ button.

Finally, click the green ‘Done’ button to close the overlay.

Managing fixtures and results for an official league or cup competition

Updating fixtures or results of an official league or cup competition requires the user to have access to a special
control panel - called the Division Admin Panel.

This is because the fixtures, results and league tables are shared across multiple websites, consequently update will
affect multiple clubs.

One you have successfully joined a competition, see above, editing a fixture of result is very straight forward.

Select the fixture you wish to edit from the control panel, and select Edit fixture.



If the fixture is part of a competition a grey About Fixture box will appear. Select the link 'Apply to become a Division
Admin.'

Pitchero will review your request and if successful provide you with access to the Division Admin Control Panel.

The new Division Admin Control Panel will appear in the Admin drop down at the top of the page.

Hover over the Admin drop down and select the Division. The new control panel will open in a new page, within this
page you can edit the fixtures, results and league table of a league or cup competitions.

Please Note
All updates made within a Division Admin Control Panel will affect all clubs connected to that
league or cup competition.



League Tables

Quick Answer
To add or manage a league table, login to your Club Control Panel.
Click the Teams tab.
Select the name of your team then League Tables from the left-hand menu.

Introduction

A Pitchero club may create two types of league tables:

1. An unofficial league table - this is viewable on your website only.
2. An official league table - this is generated via the competition database and shared across multiple

websites.

Creating and editing an unofficial league table.

To add an unofficial league table, access your Club Control Panel and click the ‘Teams’ tab, then select the name of
your team followed by ‘League Tables’ from the left-hand menu.

Click the green ‘Add a League Table’ button located on the right-hand side of the page.

In the overlay, enter the name of the table (Example - 'The Topdale Village Cricket League 15/16') and assign the table
to a season.

Then add the table columns and choose which columns take priority when ordering the teams in the table. This is



very important.

Once completed, click the green ‘Done’ button.

Please Note
When creating a new league table, it is compulsory to have a column titled ‘Points’.

To edit an unofficial league table, access your Club Control Panel and click the ‘Teams’ tab, then select the name of
your team from the left-hand menu followed by ‘League Tables’ from the left-hand menu.

Here you can view the existing tables for your current season.

Hover over the grey spanner icon to the right-hand side of the relevant table and select ‘Edit League Table’ or ‘Delete
Table’ from the drop-down.



When editing the table, an overlay will appear in which you can edit the necessary fields as required. You can also
drag and drop the columns to change their order of display.

When reordering columns, drag and drop the columns in the overlay to change their order of appearance.

Once you have finished, click the green ‘Done’ button to confirm these changes.

Please Note
Once deleted, a league table cannot be restored to your club’s website.

Creating and editing an official league table.

If your team is connected to a league competition, a league table will automatically be generated. As such, you won’t
need to create a league table manually.

The league table of an official competition can be managed via the Division Admin Panel. See above.

ECB's Play-Cricket

Quick Answer
To add a result to a cricket fixture, login to your Club Control Panel.
Click the Teams tab.
Select the name of your team then Fixtures & Results from the left-hand menu.
Click the Edit Fixture link on the right-hand side of the page.

In this guide, you learn how to add a result for a manually entered fixture and ensure your fixtures update
automatically via integration with ECB’s Play-Cricket.com.

Adding a result

Access your Club Control Panel and click the ‘Teams’ tab, then click the name of your team followed by ‘Fixtures &
Results’ from the left-hand menu.

Locate the relevant fixture and click the ‘Edit fixture’ link.



Scroll down to the ‘Match Summary’ area where you can enter which team won the toss, which team batted first, and
also the number of runs, wickets, and overs for each team.

There is also the option to add adjusted runs for the chasing team if the match was affected by the weather, and to
specify if a team has declared.

Click the green ‘Save’ button to confirm any changes.

Your result will then be posted on your club’s website for visitors to see.

To make sure your fixtures from the ECB’s Play-Cricket system are updated automatically on your website, please
ensure you are connected to the official league within our Competitions Database.

To join a league competition, access your Club Control Panel and click the ‘Teams’ tab, then click the name of your
team followed by ‘Competitions’ from the left-hand menu.

Click the green ‘Join Competition’ button on the right-hand side of the page.

In the overlay, you can view all of the suggested divisions to connect your team to. Locate the correct division for your
team and click the grey ‘Join this competition’ button.



If you cannot see your division in the list, scroll down to the ‘Search Competitions’ section and use the search bar
provided.

When you are finished, click the green ‘Done’ button. The fixtures, results and league tables for the selected
competition will appear on your club control panel.
